Description of Action (supplement):

      
Village Green at Pine Plains project is a mixed use residential/commercial/retail development on approximately 85 aces of land with the following proposed components: 

       
There will be a commercial section consisting of 7 buildings with several of these fronting on or in the proximity of a Village Green.  The Village Green is a large area that will be devoted to public recreation  and will be done in such a way as to present a  sense of space that  people can use and enjoy as they do their shopping within the complex.  The commercial buildings will range between two and three stories with a mix of retail/commercial uses on the ground floors and residential apartment/condominium units on the upper levels.   All of the commercial buildings and all of the residential units for this project will incorporate sprinkler systems for fire safety purposes and will use natural siding materials in their construction.  In addition to the commercial buildings that have been mentioned above there will be a separate area of approximately 7 acres which is designed to house a major food store of approximately 60,000 sq. ft. 

     
The main portion of the site consists of 50  acres on the flat.   The proposed plan includes  86 townhouse units consisting of attached buildings of either 2, 3 or 4 units to a building each containing approximately 2,000 sq. ft.. To present an eclectic look to the project there will be three buildings that will house the ACarriage Homes.@   There will be a total of 44 apartments in the 3 buildings with units ranging between 1,060 and 1,560 square feet.  In addition the proposal includes , a series of 101 courtyard town homes on the hill known as AMill Hill@ with access on Route 83.  This was done so that the view of the entire hill from Route 82 and from the town would not be marred by a road cutting through the trees.  The courtyard town homes would be approximately 2,400 B 2,800 sq.ft. All of the town homes and townhouses would be in a Homeowners Association, and the commercial building would be in the Business Improvement District (BID). 


Additionally, there will be some 8-10 acres of managed open space  on the southerly portion of the property that would be centered around the pond and some wetlands.  The purpose of the managed open space is to protect the well head protection areas that were specified to receive special treatment in the Comprehensive Plan adopted by the Town of Pine Plains in April 2004.   


A centralized sewer will be provided by a Waste Water Treatment Plant to treat all of the waste water from the site.
